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Opening this summer at the Museum of Contemporary Art Tokyo (MOT), is an exhibition that examines the
developments in postwar Japan from the perspective of one person who has amassed one of the most important
collections of Japanese contemporary art in terms of both quality and quantity.

The exhibition focuses especially on one particular era in Japanese history that overlaps with the so-called “lost 30
years” after the burst of the economic bubble. The collector, who has been supporting the new forms of expression
that were created to combat the state of stagnation in Japanese society, which he refers to as the “cries and living
evidence of young artists,” is the well-known psychiatrist TAKAHASHI Ryutaro. Born in 1946 at the spearhead of
the baby boomer generation, TAKAHASHI has acquired a total of more than 3,500 artworks since the mid-1990s,
building a collection that has been embodying essential aspects of Japanese contemporary art from the position of
the audience as opposed to that of the artists. This exhibition is an occasion that introduces one personal
perspective onto the art historical currents that MOT has been presenting since its opening in 1995, while offering a
comprehensive overview of essential, incisively critical works of contemporary art in Japan.
